The last century witnessed many events related to the Palestinian case. It is
important to mention that those events affected the historical path of Palestine. At the
beginning of the twenties of the previous century, the Palestinian case is recognized
as a case of nationality and liberation especially when the British mandate promised of
intiating a Jewish national home at Palestine.

On the 28"™ of May (1964) and particularly in Jerusalem and by the blessings of
many Arabic countries, the first Palestinian national conference announced initiating
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the Palestinian liberation organization. Additionally, due to the efforts of the first
Palestinian national conference the Palestinian national treaty had been constructed
which consequently led to the contemporary Palestinian revolution which aims for
getting liberation to Palestine on (1985).

Throughout the long journey of the Palestinian liberation organization, the
organization faced many twists and changes prominently those at the Rabat League
Summit on (1974). This league decided that the Palestinian liberation organization is
the only legal representative of the Palestinian people which in return helps the
organization to reach to the United Nations and then gaining the international as well

as the Arabic legitimacy.
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Although the poor parliamentary performance in Iraq arises from constitutional, legal
and political reasons, there are a number of mechanisms, based on the constitution,
through which that performance can be improved. The representative who represents
a legislative oversight authority, which is the first authority in the country that legislates
laws, monitors and holds the executive authority accountable, must be monitored,
followed up, and held accountable in order to control the rhythm of the work of the
executive authority, including construction, reconstruction and services. Who monitors,
In fact, it is possible to benefit ?follows, and holds the legislative authority accountable
from the new multi-constituency election law in order to create a supervisory body or

committee in each electoral district that works on counting the district’s needs in terms
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of services, reconstruction and necessary projects, classifying them and including them
within the MP’s electoral program, distributed over the age of the electoral cycle
according to importance and necessity, and taking the pledge on it By not failing to
accomplish what was mentioned in the electoral program, otherwise, he shall be subject
to legal accountability. This body or committee can benefit from the Integrity and Graft
Law No. (30) of 2019 to hold any deputy or archaeological official accountable to the

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This research sheds light on the accident of stranding of the Evrevgen ship that

Who are the parties benefiting from
this incident? What is the relationship between the Suez Canal incident and the tanker

war? What are the alternatives in place of the Suez Canal in the future?
