The necessity of compelling under the Real Estate Lease Law No. 87 of 1979 was
previously limited to the landlord alone, and he was unaware of the compelling necessity that
his married children have, as these children form independent families after their marriage and
have a financial liability separate from their father's financial liability of their father, meaning
that he limited the right to claim renunciation of necessity The refuge is for the lessor alone,
