The Gulf Cooperation Council was established in 1981, and included Saudi
Arabia, Kuwait, Qatar, Bahrain, the Emirates, Oman, and the name was chosen
based on the geographical location of the countries bordering the Gulf, with the
exception of Iraq for political considerations, with the clarification that Qatar and
Bahrain have separated from the federation of the Emirates and the Gulf
sheikhdoms After it announced its union to fill the political vacuum after the
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withdrawal of the British occupation in 1971, the population of the Gulf Cooperation
Council countries is approximately 38 million people and about ten million foreign
multinational workers, and the system of government for all GCC states is
distinguished according to the system of (political inheritance) the monarchy or
princedom, and the constitutions of the Gulf states explicitly stated this, as is the
example of Kuwait's constitution in Article 4 (that all the rulers of Kuwait after him
(the late Emir of Kuwait) are his descendants with his sons and his sons' children).
This custom was only violated by two military coups, one in Qatar, Prince Hamad's
coup against his father in 1995, and the second in the Sultanate of Oman with the

coup of Sultan Qaboos against his father, Sultan Saeed in 1970.
