In the Narcotics and Psychotropic Substances Law No. 50 of 2017 « the Iraqi
legislator followed the tabular system method in determining the narcotic
substances that the law criminalizes dealing with in violation of the law ¢ and did
not set a minimum limit for the quantity of narcotic substance ¢« as the crime is
committed no matter how small the amount of the narcotic substance as long as it
has a tangible material that could be estimated ¢ so it would have been more
appropriate for the Iraqi legislator to increase the value of the fine stipulated in
Article (32) of the above drug law in order to be a deterrent to drug users.
